Secure the mirror harness to the vehicle harness.

Without compass: Secure the mirror harness to
the vehicle harness with three wire ties.

With compass: Fold the excess length of the
mirror harness, and secure the vehicle harness
and mirror harness to the vehicle harness with two
wire ties.

Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
areas where the EPT sealer will attach. Secure the
mirror harness to the vehicle panel with the EPT
sealer.

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Check that all wire harnesses and cables are
routed properly and that all connectors are
plugged in.

Reinstall all removed parts. Check that all clips
and fasteners are installed securely.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets,

Reset the clock.

Check the operation of the automatic day/night
mirror according to the Information Manual
supplied.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the

driver's AUTO function is disabled.

Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s window

switch until the window is fully open.

Pull up on the driver’s window switch fully to close
the window completely, then hold the switch for

2 seconds or more.

Test the window AUTO function.
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
